
 

A MESSAGE FROM LANCASHIRE CONSTABULARY 
AND THE WESTERN PARISHES NEIGHBOURHOOD 

POLICING TEAM 

 
At 07.40 hours on Thursday 
19th March 2009 a warrant was 
executed at 54 Back Lane under 
the Misuse of Drugs Act 1971. 
A quantity of hazardous 
substances was recovered from 
the property which required 
forensic analysis which was not 
readily available. The 
Police search team secured the 
premises, withdrew and sought 
forensic advice. 
 
As a result a male and female 
were arrested at the address. 
A specialist forensic 
team attended the premises 
a.m. 20/03/09 to make a full 
assessment and deal 
accordingly. This process 
required that Hambleton Close 
was closed for several hours 
causing disruption for local 
residents. 
 
Their investigations were safely 
concluded and all substances 
were either seized or disposed 
of safely. There are NO safety 
concerns for the public 
whatsoever.
